•	 2 months water trucking activities to the 
drought-affected people in Iskushuban district, 
4,200 individuals (2,073 are Male and 2,127 
Female) benefited from this intervention.

•	 140 emergency latrines were successfully 
completed in Burtinle IDPs, Jalam, Bandarsalam, 
Balikhayr, Celile and Lacle villages under 
Burtinle district. This is to improve the sanitation 
of about 3,000 drought-affected people where 
1,140 are male and 1,860 are female

•	 3 days of capacity-building training on 
3 water management committees for 
Burtinle Borehole-1, Burtinle Borehole-2 
and Bandarsalam pipeline extension. Each 
committee consists of 7 members with a total 
of beneficiaries of 21members (15 male and 6 
female).

•	 2 days of capacity-building training for 5 water 
management committees for the rehabilitated 
water facilities in Midigale, Dhanaha, and 
Mindhicir under Sanag region and Xida and 
Qalwo villages in Bari region. Each committee 
consists of 7 members with total beneficiaries 
of 35 members (19 male and 16 female).

•	 Provision of emergency water trucking to 5,000 
beneficiaries in Balcad where each Person 
received 7.5litres /day for 30days. 

•	 Provision of clean water for 888HHS of 5,328 
drought affected communities (Male-2,397	
 Female-2,931) through water trucking for first 
month has come to an end, where 150 water 
tankers have been distributed for the target 
villages in Balicalanle, Warcibraan, Harada, Bali 
Gorod and Ismail Hussein.

•	 Rehabilitation of water sources which included 
the replacement of a submersible pump, riser 
pipes, cable, and the construction of two kiosks 
in Burao reaching 2,000 individuals (Male-900
